3. The City shall have the right to access the premises at any time during the event.
4. The applicant may be required to contract additional security provided by the City of Alachua’s Extra Duty Officer Detail services. If required, the applicant shall meet this requirement prior to approval of Application.

SPLASH PARK 
 RENTAL REGULATIONS


DECORATIONS:
· The renting organization shall neither erect nor operate on the premises, without consent of the Director of Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs, or his/her designee, any machinery or equipment operated by electrical or other power.
· The renting organization shall not use upon the premises any substance of an explosive or highly flammable nature.
· The renting organization shall not install any wires or electrical appliances without consent.

FACILITY USE RULES:
· City recreation facilities are available for rental to groups, clubs, individuals, and organizations upon approval by the Director of Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs, or his/or designee.  This approval will be based upon whether or not the proposed activity provides a positive public service and meets a legitimate public need. 
· Recreation facilities may not be available on City-designated holidays.  A list of these holidays for the current year is available in the Department of Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs office. 
· The renting organization is responsible for the conduct of its participants, workers and guests.  The City reserves the right to restrict access to any group or individual.
· The renting organization or individual will be monetarily responsible for any damage that occurs during the course of the rental.
· The sale of food, drinks, or other items are prohibited in Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs facilities by anyone other than City of Alachua staff, unless the Director grants an exemption (per City Ordinance).
· The City of Alachua shall not be responsible for items left by guests, workers, employees, or representatives of the special event renal.
· The Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs Department reserves the right to end or cancel any facility rental without prior notice.
· Renter may not convey, assign or other subcontracting of the facility without the express, written approval of the City.
· Users are to remain in assigned area(s) and are responsible for supervising all participants in their program so as not to interfere with other on-going activities/programs.  Renter is responsible for the conduct of participants and spectators of the contracted event.  Renter is responsible for any damage caused by participants and spectators of said event. 
· Failure to adhere to any of these conditions may result in immediate cancellation of the existing agreement, forfeiture of the security deposit, and restriction from future use of other City facilities. 

INCLEMENT WEATHER: 
· Should inclement weather be a factor prior to your Splash Park private rental, you have the option to reschedule your event for another available date. You must notify the Parks & Recreation Department by day before your rental for eligibility. 
· In the event of lightning, no one will be permitted in the Splash Park and it will remain closed for 30 minutes following the last lightning strike, as determined by the ThorGuard Lightning Prediction System. Patrons should seek appropriate shelter and follow staff’s instructions. 
· Refunds will be issued based on a percentage of usage and approved by the Parks & Recreation Dept. and rain policy. 

PROHIBITED ITEMS:   The following shall not be permitted in the Splash Park: 
· Flammable Substances
· Cooking inside the Splash Park or under the Pavilion 
· Animals (Except service animals) 
· Banners, Signs, Posters of a permanent or semi-permanent nature 
· Alcoholic Beverages 
· Smoking or E-Cigarettes 
· Illegal Drugs 

MUSIC AND ENTERTAINMENT:
· Amplified music and DJ’s are prohibited.  This includes, but is not limited to speakers, public address systems, bullhorns, and stereo noise audible more than 100 feet from the source.  Failure to follow this rule will result in loss of deposit and immediate revocation of pavilion permit. 
· All activities taking place in the recreation facilities shall be done in accordance with the City of Alachua Ordinance, an ordinance relating to noise.

SET UP AND USE RESTRICTIONS:
· To support and work with individual or groups renting a facility, the Department will provide, free of charge, an extra half hour at the beginning of the rental period for the purpose of set up.  No extra time will be allotted at the end of the rental period for cleanup.  Renters must be aware that the facility MUST be vacated and cleaned by the time their rental period ends.
· All organizations are required to set up, remove, and clean the facility they have rented unless prior approved arrangements have been assigned with the management.
· The name of the individual or group whose name appears on the Facility Use Agreement will be held responsible for all damages incurred during the use of the facility, except for normal wear and acts of nature.
· Renters are responsible for leaving the park in the same condition it was in before use. All trash is to be placed in outside receptacles. 
· The Parks & Recreation Director may deny the use of this park to any person or organization that refuses to clean the park after use or damages the park. 

SPLASH PARK SPECIFIC RULES: 
· All children must have adult supervision.
· The only diapers allowed are swim diapers. 
· Those with health problems such as: diarrhea, nausea, infections or wounds are not allowed on splash play area. 
· Running and horseplay is prohibited. 
· Pets, food, gum, glass objects, bicycles, skateboards, roller blades/skates, scooters, and smoking are strictly prohibited. 
· Street shoes are not permitted on splash play area. 
· The Splash Park may be closed at any time due to weather or maintenance. During severe weather seek shelter in restrooms or vehicles. 
· Users must shower before entering splash play area. 
· Maximum Capacity for Pad Area is 35 with total Capacity of Splash Park being 50.
